	Unit 1
· Warming-up: Ss make a list of food grown in the area where they live and then the teacher asks them if they like them and how often they eat them. They talk about local and imported food focusing on rice and where it is grown.
· Speaking: Ss describe a photo of the landscape where they live
· Reading: acquiring geographical and historical information about the local territory
· Speaking: Ss work in groups to find out the rivers and the castles in Lomellina on a map and then they say where they are

· Game: unscramble the words (Ss work in pairs)
· Homework: map drawing, comprehension check
Unit 2
· Speaking: Ss revise the previous lesson describing some images about the geographical features of the plain

· Eliciting: Ss answer questions about where rice is cultivated in the world and what it needs to grow
· Vocabulary activity: T shows some labelled diagrams about a rice paddy, a rice plant and a rice grain
· Game: Word search

· Writing: Ss work in pairs and fill in the fact file about a rice plant
· Homework: Internet project about rice recipes; vocabulary revision (labelling diagrams)
Unit 3

· Speaking: Brainstorming assessment. Ss answer some questions about rice crops orally

· Writing: Chalk talk activity about rice (Ss write in turns silently what they know about rice)

· Reading/listening: T shows the agricultural processes of rice farming using images and visual organisers

· Writing: Ss put in order the steps of rice cycle in a cycle diagram
· Listening: Ss watch a video about innovative irrigation techniques and complete the tasks (answer the questions, fill in the gap)
· Homework: Comprehension check, game (crosswords)
Unit 4
· Review: Ss describe orally what they can see in a picture about a rice paddy in Lomellina.
· Speaking: eliciting information about the world’s rice production analysing a pie chart, a bar chart and describing some images. Ss make comparisons between the landscape of Asian rice terraces and the Italian rice fields.
· Listening: while watching a video about rice terraces Ss complete the sentences choosing the right options.

· Reading/ Writing: Ss read a paragraph about Asian rice terraces (scanning and skimming), then they answer some questions working in pairs
· Homework: Internet project (find on internet or on the atlas where some famous rice terraces are located)
Unit 5

· Reading/ Speaking: Ss work in group. Each group reads a paragraph about rice crops in a continent, then they report to the class following some prompts
